Buddhism passed into Beijing around the Sixteen Kingdoms (304-
439 AD), entered its heyday in the Liao Dynasty (916-1125 AD), and
flourished from Liao to Qing Dynasty (1616-1911 AD). The long-term
development of Buddhism in Beijing has left behind a wide variety
of artifacts, such as temples, pagodas, statues, Buddhist paintings and
religious tools, which have added a colorful cultural charm to Beijing.
